AT RESOLVING

THE KURDISH PROBLEM

1) History of the

Kurdish Problem :

As far back as history re-
members; Kurdish tribes have
inhabited, ruled, and defended
their homeland, Kurdistan,
which encompasses the moun-
tainous sector of the Middle East
that roughly connects the Black
Sea, the Caspian Sea, the Per-
sian Gulf, and the Mediterrane-
an. The extent of their ruie and
the efficiency of their defense
have varied a great deal from
time to Gme. ¢'?

Tust after the flood of Noah,
when the Atk landed on a high
peak in Kurdistan the Kurds
grew to become the anly power-
ful inhabitants of the land.
Some of the outstanding mes-
senpers of Allah, including [bra-
him wheo is known as the father
of the prophets (Lt 51} .
were commussioned from among
the Kurds for guiding mankind.
Leaders and lawgivers such as
Hammurabi date back to this
period also, so are the dynasties
that dwelled in Mesopotamia and
the highland of the two Zab riv-
ers. As the wibes dispersed
throughout the land and their so-
cial habits, languages, and be-
liefs became different at one
point of time when the Jews and
the Goyum (probably a corrup-
tion of the word Goran which is
a section of Kurds) remained the
most important forces in the re-
gion, their respective centers of
Urshalem {(City of Peace) and
Urmia {Ciry of Water) that have
sarvived up 10 our Hme, must
have been important places of
rade and exchange.

Burt the Jews, the Christans,
and the Arabs who were all
sprung from the progeny of the
same people became distant
cousios and through the course
of time and with passing of cen-
taries, all eventually became vio-
lent opponents of the Kurds,
who invariably accepted the
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peaceful newcomers to Kurdi-
stan with open arms, but violent-
ly resisted the ones who dewmon-
strated ill intentions. For
instance, they gave refuge to the
Jews and Christians who ran
from persecution and a decisive
majority of Kurds accepted Is-
lam voluntarily and strengthened
the Muslim rule by their selfiess
participation, whereas most of
their neighbors became Muslims
only after long wars, Mongols
hesitated to enter Kurdistan, and
Taimur's brute force and barbar-
ic anacks on Kurdistan took him
long months before he could

home to satety! As late as the
12th Century A.H. (18th Centu-
ry A.C.) Maulana Khalid
Nagshbandi could help organize
a widespread Sufi order
throughout the Muslim Ummah
{3} and keep Muslims together
inspite of a decaying social and
political order! In shom, at no
other period of history Kurds
have enjoyed such a wide spec-
trum of freedom and privileges.
The first formal division of
Kurdistan took place in 1639
when Turks and Persians made
a treaty in Erzum and divided
Furdistan in two. But the sub-

subdue all the Kurdish tribes.
During the rule of Islam, for
a few centurics Kurdistan re-
mained a united Jand as a partof
the Muslim domain. During this
period Kurds, like other peo-
ples, conaibuted 10 the develop-
ment of knowledge and ans and
they did not suffer any discrimi-
nation. EachKurd had the full
opportunity to pursue his interest
10 any existing field of the dme.
Therefore, Alghazzali could go
on teaching at Mezamiyah in
Baghdad, lead prayers in the two

sacred mosques or expound on- -

Sufism and reconstruction of re-
ligious sciences, while Ibrahim
Al-Mawsili could inroduce mu-
sic to the court of Harun Al-
Rashid and his disciple Zeriad
(also a Kurd) could travel all the
way to Cordoba to set up his
own school and spread his mas-
ter's teaching in Spain and
Maghrib. (2} The famous Noor
Ad-Din could go ahead and build
a kingdem on the foundarion of
justice and faimess and his more
famous nephew, Salahaddin.
could fiberate Jerusalem from the
Crysaders and send his oppo-
nent, Richard the Lionhearted.
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sequent decline of the two em-
pires left Kurdistan as a buffer
zone and a somewhat demilitar-
ized region between them which
remained under the full control
of the local princes {Atabegs and
tribal chiefs). This situaton,
however, gradually resulied in
the first signs of the Kurdish
problem as we know it today.

The two overlords constantly
used Kurdish irregulars in their
wars with each other and against
Russia. The tibes gradually
aligned themselves with their
masters and became ensrmies of
one another.

2) Attempts for Solv-
ing the Problem :

The first known attempt to
unify the sections of Kurdistan
was made by Sheikh Ubeidullah
in 1880. He managed to rally a
number of tribes under his ban-
ner and proceeded from Shami-
zan in Bast Anaolia to as far east
as the outskirts of Urmia. There
he was stalled and tricked by an
American missionary until the
Persian forces approcached and
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dispersed his forces. The
American had feared that the
Sheikh's forces would harm a
group of Assyrian Nestorians
that lived in Urmia. After this
event the Kurds were looked at
with suspicion. Their men were
only employed in the armed
forces of the two countries to
check on their own tribesmen or
on the other minorities.
Throughout the period of
young Turk Revolution in 1908
and World War I (1914), the
idive regiments that consist-
ed of Kurdish irregular forces,
remained loyal to the Ottoman
Sultan, and suffered heavy loss-
¢s as the Russians and their
Christian Allies {1915 - 1918

word of honor, and a treason
that they knew Nuri-Saeed and
the helpers of Lawrence of
Arabia better qualified for it

Repeated revolts of Sheikh Mah-
moud Barzinji and the soruggles
of Sheikh Ahmad Barzani in
Rawanduz, aiming at the Brigsh
intruders who had their eyes
fixed on the provinces of Basra,
Suleymanya and Mawsil, were
more proofs that Kurds were
different from Turks and Arabs
and that they would not accept
the non-Muslim rule as easily,

The historic enemosity of the
Engilish-men with the Kurds
also agreviated their case fur-
ther. Analysis of the full meaty
also indicates that "The Sevres

roamed through Kurdisian.
However, the worst was in store
for the Kurds as Musiafa Kemal
was gaining power against the
Sultan, and as other forces came
mte play in the region. For in-
stance, when, in 1918, the Brit-
ish occupied Kirkuk they ser up
a local Kurdish administration,
However, they left a few weeks
later and the Turks, who reoccu-
pied Kirkuk, dealt very harshly
against the collaborating Kurds.

An event which was recently du-
plicated in much harsher terms
by Iraq at Halabja, In the same
years (1917 - 18) the Russian
soldiers revolied, killed their of-
ficers and withdrew inta Russia.
This left a golden opportunity
for the Kurds to fill in their place
and hold the conmol of the [rani-
an section of Kurdistan, but the
tribal squabbles prevented them
from doing so.

Afrer World War [, the Gtio-
man Empire was chopped up
into many sections. The Kurds
entertained hopes of gaining au-
tonomy under Turkish sove-
reignty partly for religious rea-
sons and partly due to the
gravity of the sirvation as seen
by the Kurdish elders. The clear
insistance of the wording of the
Treatv of Sevres, Article &4, "to
become independent of Turkey:”
must have been perceived by the
loval Kurds as contrary to their

teaty...was not only profoundly
unjust and humiliating for the
Turkish people, it was also an
afront to the Kurds” (4) be-
cause it would leave majority of
Kurdisian still divided into five
sections and under non-Kurdish
adminisration. Nonetheless,
this occasion proved to be the
last opportunity which, again
since the Kurds themselves
could not come 10 an agreement,
slipped away from their hands
and left them at the mercy of
peopie like Mustafa Kemal. The
lanier quickly established his grip
over Anatolia making some
promises to the Kurds ar first
but gradually ignoring, then
suppressing the Kurds as his au-
thority was established. When
in 1923 the allies reconvened in
Laussane, "Ghazi" Kemal had
become a power 10 be reckoned
with and there was no time o
discuss Kurds or Armenia any-
more!

This also established a new
precedent for the future rulers of
Kurdistan to make promises as
they come and to break them be-
fore they go out. No subse-
quent overlord of Kurdistan sec-
tiens has deviated from this
tradition so far! Most of us re-
member many of the Iraqi presi-
dents, Turkish prime ministers,
and Iranian governments and
ihere is no need to identify the
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examples by name, in which
history of the Kurds suffering
weré repeated,

So, the Kurdish problem is
basically problem of division.
Divisicn imposed and divisions
that exist among the Kurds, Un-
less the differences and division
within us are talked oot and re-
moved we will not be able to re-
move the imposed divisions.

3) A Solution With
Top Priority :

Today, we must realize thar
there are vaniety of differences
that exist among us. We have
many organizations, each with a
program and a claim. Just Like
our (ribes since 100 years ago,
there is no link ameng the lead-
ers of these organizations. It is
very likely 1hat one neurralizes
the other. This will lead to wast-
ing of our energies and losing
the chances if chances should
arise for selving our problems,
again!

We have a varicty of parties,
organizations, associations, and
cach has i1s own rules, member-
ship, and agenda. Some are po-
litical like Kurdish Democraric
Party, Patriotic Union of Kurdi-
stan, PIK, KAK and the new
United Kurdish Front. Some
are purely cuitural such as The
Kurdish Program, Kurdish
American Fratemity. Some are
charitable like Kurdish Natonal
Congress. and many aze literary
societies. This is all very good.
We do need a wide range of or-
ganizatons because our popuia-
don of 20 - 40 million Kurds
does need all kinds of activities.
The problern is that there is no
coniact or cooperation amongst
these. We do not even have a
unified map of what we call
Kurdistan! This is similar to the
aongoing - peacemill struggle
now in Turkey, then in Irag...

Partiya Islamia Kurdistani
promotes cooperation of Kurds
and coordination of their various
activities. We must learn 10 talk
to cach other, debare, and come
0 agreement on issues of com-
mon concerm. We must learn to
sacrifice our personal interest for
the sake of our conumon goals.

CONSTITUTION

This document was translated by
M. Partowmah from the Arabic

"Al-Mabadi' Al-Asasyiah”

1. Partyia Islamia Kurdistani
(PIK) is a political party found-
ed in 11/12/1400 A.H. to secure
and safeguard the rights of
Kurds and other Muslim peo-
ples. PIK adheres to the teach-
ing of Islam and its ultimate ob-
jective is to draw near to Allah
and gain His pleasure and satis-
faction,

2. Partyia Islamia Kurdistani is
a part of the world Islamic
movement and will be in touch
with Islamic organizations in
general and the neighboring Is-
lamic movements in particular,
especially to coordinate efforts,
draw upon their experience, and
extend help to them. Possible
disputes with PIK will be re-
solved through an arbitration
committee according to the
Qur'an and the Sunnah.

3. The Kurds are a Muslim na-
tion that belongs to the single
Ummabh of Islam, and Kurdistan
is a Muslim land in the vast Is-

lamic domain. Historically,
Kurdistan has remained the
home of the Kurds, and geo-
graphically speaking it refers to
all those regions in which Kurds
form majority population.

4. The Kurdish nation, like all
other Muslim nations, has the le-
gal right to preserve its roots and
legacy, its history, culture and
language, its character and dis-
tinction and its land property and
goods. It also has the right to
self rule and to reject subservi-
ence, oppression, tyranny and
all forms of foreign domination.
Similarly, it has full right to
combat poverty, ignorance, dis-
ease and backwardness.

5. The Muslims who reside in
Kurdistan demand of their

Kurdish brethem to make Kurdi-
stan a home for peace and pros-
perity by full submission to
Allah. Similarly, Kurds who
live outside Kurdistan demand
of their Muslim brethern to make



those regions homes for peace
and tranquility by full submis-
sion to Allah.

6. Muslims of various sectarian
and ethnic backgrounds who re-
side in Kurdistan shall co-exist
and cooperate with one another
by joining on the basis of their
common points and by making
efforts to expand their common
ground. As for those issues that
they find difficult to agree on,
each ethnic and sectarian group
shall be left free to follow its
own interpretation as long as
they do not cause harm to oth-
ers. Those sects and ethnic
groups are qualified as Islamic
who uphold Islam in its totality
and who do not oblige to deviate
from known issues of the faith.

7. Cooperation may be extended
to those who work towards ob-
taining legal rights for Kurdistan
if they are not against the faith of
people and they do not work for
an enemy.

8. The Islamic state in Kurdi-
stan with other Muslim states
shall form a "United Muslim
Government" with each state
electing its own local parliament
to run the local affairs. The local
parliaments shall elect a federal
parliament who in turn shall se-
lect the common Muslim Presi-
dent.

9. Kurdish shall be the official
language in Kurdistan. Its unifi-
cation and development across
Kurdistan and expanding it to

fulfil the daily needs will be
highly desirable. Arabic shall be
adopted to help people under-
stand the text of Qur'an and
Sunnah and in performing their
religious obligations; so shall
any other language for which
there is a need.

10. Non-Muslim minorities
shall enjoy religious freedom,
rights and obligations of citizen-
ship, and social justice.

11. The three government
branches of Ijtihad (legislative),
executive, and judiciary shall re-
main in people's hands. The
sources of legislations shall be
the Qur'an and the traditions of
Prophet Muhammad (peace be
upon him). A Parliament elected
by the people shall exercise au-

-~ thority on people's behalf; with

the privilege of distributing re-
sponsibilities on qualified indi-
viduals including legal interpret-
ers, judges, and governors.

12. People who are entrusted
with positions of responsibility
shall strive to protect individu-
al's lives and properties and to
improve their spiritual, mental,
and social well-being. In partic-
ular, they must provide individ-
nals access to food, clean water,
shelter, clothes, education,
health, and means of marriage.

The social relations among peo-
ple shall be based on the princi-
ples of "enjoining the right and
forbidding the evil," to maxi-
mize good conduct, and positive



cooperation; to safeguard the
best human values, maintain
good behaviors, oppose pagan
habits and to cure social and be-
havioral problems.

13. The healthy family as the
basic unit of a healthy society
shall get the full support. The
relation between individuals in
the family shall be strengthened,
and healthy reproduction shall
be encouraged by providing the
necessities of marriage and pre-
venting adultery and fornication
and by forbidding prostitution.

14. Man and woman shall be
equal in all legal rights and privi-
leges and in their struggle for
building a good society. The
distinction imposed on the two
sexes by the Shariah only in-
volves their physical nature and
social roles.

15. Childhood is an important
stage of a person's development.

It requires love, attention and
good upbringing to prevent later
tendencies toward insecurity and
abnormal behavior.

16. Invitation to Islam can be
accomplished only by convinc-
ing the minds and joining the
hearts. There shall be no coer-
cion. Omaal! IO

Jihad, therefore, is defined as
fighting in the cause of Allah to
remove cbstacles from the way
of a free communication such as
tyrants and oppressors; and to
defend the oppressed and those
who have been reduced to weak-
ness and incompetence; be they

Muslims or non-Muslims.

17. Freedom is a universal
right. Each individual has the
right to think, perceive, believe,
express, publish, write and form
professional unions, political
parties, or women's associations
freely, as long as these activities
do not prevent Islam from being
communicated. to people.

18. Justice is similarly a univer-
sal right.. No office shall have
legal immunity, nor any citizen
shall be discriminated on the ba-
sis of color, creed, national ori-
gin, sex, language, or juridical
sect.

19. Knowledge is another uni-
versal right. Knowing the prin-
ciples of Islam is an obligation
on every individual Muslim man
and woman. Illiteracy shall be
eliminated. All stages of learn-
ing shall receive attention. Simi-
larly, scientific research, guiding
the talented, allocating the guali-
fied, and building the needed
equipment for research and de-
velopment shall receive atten-
tion.

20. Free enterprise in every
field of endeavor and investment
of capital therein is a common
privilege. The government shall
interfere only when necessary,
such as:

a) To prevent illegal trade pro-
hibited by Islam, and to replace
usury-infested banks with inter-
est-free Islamic banks through a
well-studied plan,



b) To safeguard the national re-
sources by healthy production
and equitable sharing of the rev-
enues, in case the people and
their private companies can not
accomplish these goals, '

¢) To guarantee the working
force suitable wages and enough
vacation; to cover his required
medication and treatment during
sick leave; and appropriate suffi-
cient compensation during his
prolonged illness and retire-
ment,

d) To patronize the workers by
providing them interest-free
loans, and by improving the
supply and demand,

e) To reconcile between the em-
ployer and the employed and to
reduce their differences by:

i) allowing partial ownership
to the worker in those factories
that the government has invest-
ment and shares,

ii) initiating specific projects
and wransferring their ownership
to the workers in part or in full,

iii) helping the farmers to ex-
pand their cultivable lands, and
to get a fair price for their prod-
ucts.

21. Health and hospitilization for
citizens shall be covered from
the special Zakat budget, en-
dowments, and people’s volun-
tary contributions and shall be
subsidized in case of need from
the general budget via taxes, and
